To work out if children are achieving well, we need to know their starting points, their current level and the amount of progress they make. If we don’t know what level our children are at, then we can’t ask ‘Is that the right level, given their capabilities?’

	SATISFACTORY

· Children have a fair understanding of how to lead a healthy lifestyle shown by:

· Reasonable participation in PE and sport

· Sensible eating and drinking habits

· Children (age appropriate) have a satisfactory understanding of sexual health risks but there are a few gaps.
· Children (age appropriate) have a satisfactory understanding of smoking and substance abuse risks but there are a few gaps.
· Children are developing a satisfactory understanding of how to recognise and deal with mental health problems, such as stress.
	INADEQUATE

·  Many children do not have an adequate understanding of what a healthy lifestyle involves, and do not practise one sufficiently whilst at school.
· A large number of children do not take 2 hours of PE or sport each week.
· There is little organised physical activity provision beyond PE/sport.
· Eating and drinking in school involves consuming a great deal of unhealthy food and liquid refreshments.
· Children have a weak understanding of sexual health risks and substance abuse risks.
· They are little attuned to mental health problems, such as stress, and how to tackle them.


To what extent do children FEEL safe and adopt safe practices?
	OUTSTANDING

· Children have and display an outstanding regard for the safety and well-being of others as shown in:

· Excellent behaviour and attitudes

· Very low incidence of formal sanctions

· The sensitive way in which personal dignity is respected.
· Because of the supportive ethos of the school children feel very safe from:

· Bullying, racism and any other discrimination, and are fully confident that they can confide in and gain strong support from staff should they ever feel threatened.
· Children have a very well developed capability for assessing risks they might face and responding very sensibly to them.
	GOOD

· Most children have a good level of concern for the safety and well-being of others as shown in:

· Restrained behaviour and responsible attitudes

· Low levels of formal sanctions to secure an orderly community

· Children show good respect for personal dignity of others.
· Children feel safe from:

· Bullying, racism and any other forms of discrimination and feel confident in the support available if they feel at risk, knowing they will be listened to sympathetically.
· Children act responsibly when in high risk situations, based on a good understanding of what is likely to be dangerous.

	SATISFACTORY

· Children show adequate concern for the safety and well-being of others.

· Despite a few minor exceptions, most children respect the dignity of others and refrain from intimidating or offensive behaviour. Formal sanctions are no more than average.

· Children say they feel safe from bullying and discrimination most of the time and despite occasional incidents that have affected them, or that they know about, they do not come to school in fear.
· Children have reasonable confidence they can get support if troubled by bullying or discrimination, but they feel the school needs to work harder to reduce incidents.

· Most children understand when they are in potentially dangerous situations and respond sensibly.
	INADEQUATE

· An unacceptable level of aggressive, insensitive or unrestrained behaviour causes a social environment in which several children report they feel seriously threatened at school and/or many are continuously troubled in more minor ways.
· Many children exhibit little confidence in the school’s capacity to help them when in difficulty.
· Children’s views are supported by the school’s records which show an unacceptable level of bullying and discrimination that needs urgently to be reduced.

· Several children do not have sufficient understanding of potential hazards and they act irresponsibly when in hazardous situations.


How much do children ENJOY their education?
	OUTSTANDING

· Nearly all children have first rate attitudes, and exemplary behaviour.
· Nearly all children have high levels of attendance. They are very punctual to school and to lessons.
· Children co-operate extremely well with staff and others.
· Children readily demonstrate initiative and do not feel intimidated.
· Children take a great deal of pride in their work and involve themselves enthusiastically in their lessons.
· Children are eager to join in other activities outside of lessons.
· Children report very favourably on how well they enjoy school and are excellent ambassadors for it.
	GOOD

· Most children enjoy school a great deal as shown in their positive attitudes and restrained behaviour and good consideration of others.
· Attendance is good as is punctuality to school and to lessons.
· Children collaborate readily with others, often take the initiative and feel free from intimidation.
· Children take care in their work and involve themselves well in lessons.
· Children are keen to take part in the school’s activities.
· Children say they enjoy coming to school and speak warmly of it.

	SATISFACTORY

· Most children enjoy their education reasonably well as shown in their satisfactory attitudes and behaviour, but there may be an absence of obvious enthusiasm or a small number of disaffected learners.
· Attendance and punctuality are satisfactory.
· Children generally feel free from intimidation and comply with rules and requests, though they show only limited enterprise.

· The presentation of work and children’s participation in lessons and other activities are adequate..
· Children say they enjoy school.
	INADEQUATE

· Many children are disaffected and/or intimidated and do not enjoy school.

· This is shown in unsatisfactory attitudes or behaviour of a significant minority, and the impact it has on others, or by poor levels of attendance and punctuality.
· Children are often reluctant to co-operate with staff, and there is a low level of participation in what the school offers.
· Much work is reluctantly and poorly completed, and children are often disengaged in their lessons.
· Many children speak about the school without affection for it, or are openly hostile to it.


How well do children make a positive contribution to the community?
	OUTSTANDING

·  Children make excellent relationships with all in school

· Children demonstrate a high level of social responsibility by ensuring that their behaviour is not intimidating or offensive

· Children express their views with much confidence while listening to the opinions of others, and through this make important contributions about how the school runs

· Children show a great deal of initiative in getting involved in school and community activities, and very readily take on responsibilities for managing aspects of them, so contributing significantly to the range and quality of these activities.

· Children are confident in managing changes in their lives and are developing very well the knowledge and understanding that will enable them to become informed citizens.
	GOOD

· Children generally make good relationships with all in school

· Children’s good levels of social responsibility is shown in their consideration and restrained behaviour in their dealings with others

· Children express their opinions politely but with a determination to be heard, while listening to others, and so contribute effectively to making decisions within the school

· Many school and community activities flourish due to children’s desire to become involved and take responsibility for them

· Children approach changes in their lives with some confidence, and they are developing well the knowledge and understanding that will enable them to become informed citizens

· Children manage changes in their lives with some independence but need quite a lot of support.  They develop a satisfactory knowledge and understanding of the things that will help them to become informed citizens

·  Children find it difficult to make stable and positive relationships within school.  

· They demonstrate low levels of social responsibility, as shown for example in the extent of the insensitive and intimidating behaviour they display

· Relatively few have confidence in expressing their views and they are not skilled or tolerant in listening to others.

· Children have little impact on how the school runs

· Involvement in school and community activities is low

· Children have little confidence in managing changes in their lives and are not adequately acquiring the knowledge and understanding they will need as citizens.

· Overall, children have an inadequate understanding of their social responsibilities, and a low level of participation in school and community activities


How well do children prepare for their future economic well-being?
	OUTSTANDING

·  Children make impressive progress in literacy, numeracy and ICT.
· Through their active involvement in lessons, children develop a strong but not overweening self confidence that empowers them to take initiative and also to work constructively with others.
· Children learn very well how to deal with change and to be creative in their thinking, bold enough to take well-judged risks, and rational in their decision making.
· Children (age appropriate) make very good progress in their financial literacy, and in their understanding of the business and economic environment.
	GOOD

· Most children make good progress in literacy, numeracy and ICT.

· They develop a good level of self-confidence and strong team working skills, which is demonstrated by the initiative and involvement they demonstrate in classroom and other activities.

	With the arts co-ordinator we applied for the Gold Arts Mark. We completed an application form, held meetings with staff, pupils, parents/ carers and governors. We spent the morning with an inspector in our school showing her what our school has done and is doing with the arts.
With the arts co-ordinator we applied for the Creative Partnership Schools Enquiry Programme. We completed an application form, held meetings with staff, pupils, parents/ carers and governors. We have spent a lot of time with a creative agent and a range of artists organising arts activities across the school.
Started a recorder club from September 2008 every Monday for the academic year. Y1-6 took part in Stars in their Eyes and voted for a winner to go forward to the school heat then the Gateshead final. Had workshop visits arranged with Dryden.
Liaised with Mr Parkin who, with Y6, used ICT to create a song at the Sound Room for every child to have their own CD.
Spoke to Mr Nicholson about the Y4 and Y5s needing an award/recognition of their learning and skills with the guitar.
	We achieved the Gold Arts Mark status in May 2009!!
To improve our KS2 outdoor courtyard with a map of the continents which all the classes will be able to access and develop next year. We have shared experiences from the 5 continents through art, music, dance, drama and food. 

The recorder club have performed in the Nursery and for the whole school and parents/carers. The school has their final on Friday 12th June and the Gateshead final of Stars In Their Eyes is in July with 14 schools competing. KS1 & 2 are beginning to see how music is used for a particular purpose and produced in different ways.
Y6 wrote, created and performed a song of their memories at Brighton Avenue in April 2009 at the Sound Room to perform in July.
Y4 & 5 by July 2009 will have the opportunity to demonstrate 8 elements on the guitar to achieve a Bronze award.

With different teachers in singing every week the children use their voices expressively by singing songs and in the classroom speak chants and rhymes. They rehearse and perform with others twice a year: Christmas and the end of summer.
