Dear Parents/ Carers,

We hope your child is settling into our new school year and is happy and ready to learn!   In the Nursery, we constantly strive to make each and every child feel valued and secure in our warm, caring environment and will continue to do so throughout the Year.  Our theme this half term is -
 ‘Head, Shoulders, Knees and Toes,’ incorporating ‘People Who Help Us’.
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Over the next few weeks, we will be engaging the children in lots of exciting activities based on our theme.  Lots of our work will be ‘hands on’ and we will be aiming to involve the children in many exciting, creative activities both indoors and outdoors. The children will be involved in activities which cover all six areas of learning. They will be investigating their senses and creating collages and models of things relevant to our topic. They will be exploring the Nursery environment and will be developing their physical skills.  The children will be constantly encouraged to develop their acquisition and understanding of language and will be encouraged to become involved in many mathematical based activities. This half term will include visits from people who help us in our community. We will also be taking the children on local visits, details of which will follow shortly. 
We have an open door policy and are always keen for Parents/Carers to become involved. If anyone is interested, we would like some Parents/Carers to come and look at books with the children in our Book Corner during the first 15 minutes of the morning, 8.45am-9.00am, please let us know if you can spare some time, perhaps even just one morning a week would be great! At the moment we are distributing children’s art work to take home at the end of each session. However, after half term, the work will be placed in the art box on the window sill. Please take the time to check it to find any of your child’s completed work. 
Please can we also take the opportunity to remind you that our sessions are as follows-

Mornings – 8.45am – 11.30am     Afternoons – 12.15pm-3.15pm (doors open at 3pm) If your child has been allocated two full days then please provide a packed lunch on those days. ( no fizzy drinks or chocolate/sweets please)
In the Nursery, we consider it vitally important that we know ‘where your child is at’ in order to plan the next step in their learning journey. Consequently, we have detailed assessment procedures which entail provision for different types of assessment. You can rest assured that your child will be catered for in a way that is particularly relevant to them. We thank you for your continuing support and look forward to a successful partnership in which we will work with you to try to help your child achieve their full potential.
