 In the Nursery, we constantly strive to make each and every child feel valued and secure in our warm, caring environment and will continue to do so throughout the Year.

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Over the next few weeks, we will be engaging the children in lots of exciting activities based on our theme. Consequently, we have spent lots of time over the last year developing our assessment procedures and include provision for different types of assessment.
