

Our topic this term is “People Who Help Us” and we will learn about heroes including Florence Nightingale. Our class role-play area is “Brighton Avenue Doctors” and we’re looking forward to a Nurse, Policeman, Firefighters and a Lollipop Lady visiting our class! We will study ourselves, what we need to do to be healthy and grow and draw portraits of each other when investigating line, colours, shapes and tone.
PE will take place on a Tuesday and Thursday. Children will need a PE kit in school with shorts, t-shirt and trainers which can be brought on a Monday and taken home on a Thursday. It is very important for your child to bring their PE kit every week, because PE is an essential part of the curriculum and the exercise your child needs for healthy living.
Reading books need to be brought back to school EVERY day. Children should read each night for at least ten minutes with an adult. It would be really appreciated if you would write a comment in the reading record to let Mrs Conway, Mrs Porter and I know what you think about your child’s reading. For example, words they couldn’t read or if they could talk about what had happened in the story. We will change their reading book twice a week.
Homework will be given on a Friday, together with a list of key words to learn. The homework is an important part of your child’s learning as it reinforces the work done in the classroom and needs to be brought back to school by the following Thursday. There will be a spelling test every second week on a Friday so the children have 2 weeks to learn their key words for the spelling test. It would also help them to learn the 2, 5 and 10 times tables at home.
School begins at 8:55am and ends at 3:00pm. Please make sure your child is at school on time and that he/she is collected on time. Mrs Porter will be with Y2 every Wednesday until January. Please do not hesitate to come and see us if there is anything that you need to discuss concerning your child’s education.
