

Our theme this term is “Bensham and Beyond”. We will be learning about the local area, the Olympics, different places around the world and the Isle of Struay. We will use maps, plan journeys, visit South Shields beach, write postcards, messages in bottles and look at holidays in the past. Our class role-play area is Brighton Avenue Travel Agents and we will create a non-fiction holiday brochure. We will explore sewing to create a fabric collage linked to our theme.
PE will take place on a Tuesday and Thursday. Children will need a PE kit in school consisting of shorts, t-shirt and trainers which can be brought on a Monday and taken home on a Thursday. It is very important for your child to bring their PE kit every week, because PE is an essential part of the curriculum and the exercise your child needs for healthy living.

Reading books need to be brought back to school EVERYDAY. Children should read each night for at least ten minutes with an adult who must sign the reading record book. Mrs Conway will change their reading book on a Monday and Thursday only if it has been signed. 

Homework will be given on a Friday and is an important part of your child’s learning as it reinforces the work done in the classroom and needs to be brought back to school by the following Thursday. It would also help them to learn the 2, 5 and 10 times tables at home.
