The children have settled well into Year 3 and Key Stage 2.  They are all very eager and looking forward to learning lots of new skills throughout the year.  This is a brief outline of what the children will be getting up to during the autumn term.
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Literacy �


We have started the term by reading stories and looking for fantastic words which help to describe where the story takes place.  By the end of the unit, we will be writing our own stories which will include lots of descriptive words.  I am hoping that the children’s stories will be published and on show in the school library!  In the second half of the term we will be writing our own reports and writing our own poems.





Numeracy					�


This term will see the children improve their work on counting, calculating, shape and data handling.  We are especially trying to recall all out number bonds to 10 and 20 as well as learning our x2, x3,x5 and x10 tables.





Science					�


We will be studying two units of work this term – Teeth and Light.  Our aim is to try and teach the skills through lots of practical sessions which will give the children the opportunity to learn via first hand experience.





PE


The children will be taking part in their PE lessons on Monday and Friday afternoons.  All children must take part unless a note is written by a parent or carer.


It is essential that all children bring a top, shorts and trainers so that they can take part.  As some of their lessons may be taking part outside, they can also bring a jumper and jogging bottoms in case it is cold.








Theme


Our theme this term is Kings, Queens, Knights and Magic which the children chose themselves.  They have asked several questions and will be developing new skills in communication, problem solving, applying maths, ICT, improving their learning and team work to answer them.

Homework And Reading At Home 				�


The school has just bought a new set of home reading books to help the children to learn to read.  At the moment, the books are being sorted and the children are being assessed, so that they can be put on the correct level for their reading age.  Once the reading books have been handed out it will expected that your child will read every night and recorded in their reading record book and signed by an adult.  This scheme also encourages the children to read their books more than once so that they get a greater understanding of the text.
