This term in Year 4, we are going to be learning more about life for children in Africa. We are going to get the chance to experience the life of some young African people who may not have as much as we do. There may also be an opportunity for the children to raise money to help those who are less well off in Africa (more information to follow).

In Literacy, the children will be writing their own traditional tales based on African stories. They will be investigating these stories and trying to understand the meaning behind them. In Numeracy we will be looking at African patterns and designs which often include repeating patterns and sequences. 

We will also get a chance to have a go at African dancing, drumming and music following on from Arts Isiziba’s amazing workshop in gumboot dancing. The children will create their own songs using djembe drums and other percussive instruments.  In art, we will be looking at the work of Frank Ross who created paintings which reflect the conditions of many people who live in the shanty towns of South Africa.
