

Welcome to Year 6!

A big thank you to all the parents that turned up at the Year 6 assembly on Friday.  The children put on a fantastic performance of showing their work.  It is amazing how much work they had completed and it was made even more amazing as the children had planned and performed the assembly independently. Well done!
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This term the children will be studying a variety of different units in Literacy.  We have already started analysing biographies so that the children can apply the skills that they will learn into their own writing.  Later on we will be looking at newspaper reports and short stories.  On Friday 18th September the children are going to Gateshead CLC to take part in a poetry festival.








In Numeracy the children will be improving their calculation skills.  We will also be improving our skills in data handling, shape and measures.  I have been impressed with their knowledge so far.








This term in Science the children will be learning about animals and how they are adapted to their environment.  In the second half of the term we will be learning about forces.








This is a very important year for the Year 6 as it will see them sit their SATS  in May.  Therefore, it is essential that you child completes their homework.  Homework will be given out on Monday and must be handed in on Friday.  Details of homework club will be given at a later date.  Reading every night is also essential and this must be recorded in their reading journals and signed by an adult.  This term the school is running another reading competition to which prizes can be won!








Our theme this term is “Out Of This World” where we are going to be learning new skills in the context of space.  The children seem really excited about this theme and have asked a large number of questions that they would like to find out. 
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PE will see the children learning new skills in the games of basketball and football.  This year the children are timetabled to do PE on Wednesday and Friday.  It is essential that your child brings their kit – shorts, t-shirt and trainers.  In the winter months they can also bring a tracksuit.
