Dear Parents/Carers

I do hope that you all had an enjoyable Summer and managed to have happy times with your children. Seven weeks is a very long break for the children and I know that many of them were ready to come back to school. Many thanks for kitting them out so well in their uniforms, they look great.

You may have seen that we have had some improvements made over the Summer. I hope that you like the canopies that have been installed on the Nursery/ reception Class outdoor areas. As you will be aware, outdoor learning is very important and the foundation stage children are outdoors every day regardless of the weather. The canopies have been installed to keep the worst of the weather at bay although are not intended to offer complete protection. We do have class sets of  waterproofs and wellingtons for times when the weather is wet.

Over the Summer you will be aware that the school opened its grounds to the community and we hope you took advantage of the new play equipment and picnic benches.  A reminder that the pilot has finished now and the grounds are closed. I will let you know if this project is to be extended.

We have also started on a phased painting schedule outdoors. Work will continue over the coming months once we have replaced our exterior doors.
Inside school the cleaning staff have worked hard with the Summer deep clean and school looks lovely. Work has also been carried out in some classroom areas to erect concertina doors between the rooms to allow times of quiet when needed. 

The children’s art work has finally been installed in the corridors overlooking the redeveloped courtyard and offers the children a chance to see their artwork in a new dimension. It looks fab!!
Plans for the year ahead have all been finalised and our main priorities for the coming year are as follows;
