
Dear Parent/Carers

I would just like to take this opportunity to welcome you and your child into key stage 2. During the year the children will cover several themes and units of study. At present we are exploring and investigating journeys and different types of transport. For the first half term in literacy, we are looking at report writing as well as reviewing phonemes and high frequency words. In numeracy we are concentrating on place value, number bonds to 20 and above, doubling and halving and our times tables (namely 2s, 3’s,4’s, 5s and 10s). 

We already have a range of activities planned for the Year 3 children to enjoy. This includes visits in school from the dental health services and trips to Gateshead library and the Shipley Art gallery over the coming term. Additionally, as part of the P.E curriculum, Year 3 will be attending swimming lessons after Christmas. Further details regarding swimming lessons and any other school outings will be given in due course.

P.E Kits

Children will participate in two 1 hour P.E sessions a week (Tues and Thur) and will need to have a kit in school that they can get changed into. The kit should consist of a 

t-shirt, shorts and trainers or sandshoes. All items should be clearly marked with your child’s name to avoid any mix-ups. Expensive football strips are not permitted.
